His breeding is impeccable! His sire, Slightly
Zipped is a son of Zippo Pine Bar was a multiple
world champion in Western Pleasure. His dam,
Good Ending is a daughter of Zippo Mr. Good
Bar out of an Investor bred mare. She also
was a multiple world champion in Western
Pleasure.

Gus’s first colt crop of three duns arrived in
2009. Out of this limited group, he as produced
Open, IBHA and Futurity class winners and
Futurity money earners. Watch for KR Invest
